TERNZ is a conference on teaching and learning research and practice in higher and tertiary education. While teaching and learning are at the centre of all conversations at TERNZ, these conversations are guided by a research perspective. It is therefore essential that abstracts and presentations have a research grounding. 
There are two tracks for presentations in 2024. We are retaining the usual focus on research and theory for most presentation but are introducing an additional ‘Initiatives in teaching practice’ track. You should select which track you wish to present under and formulate your abstract accordingly. 

Research track – Select this track if you have designed a research study relevant to tertiary education and analysed the literature, theory or data. 

Initiatives in teaching practice track – Select this track if you have enacted a practice, delivered a service or otherwise enable tertiary education through professional practice.

Plan your abstract and session in accordance with the TERNZ philosophy (https://herdsa.org.nz/ternz/ternz-philosophy). Please note that standard, presenter-dominated sessions with little attendee involvement are not suitable for TERNZ. If in doubt, please consult colleagues with prior TERNZ experience or contact the conference organizers. For all proposals you must:
· Include the author details to fit with TERNZ’s non-blind review process.
· Use the abstract structure provided and keep the formatting to help with the review process and the compilation of the abstract proceedings.
· Submit as word processing document (.docx or compatible; do not submit in .pages or PDF formats). 
· The combined lengths of the sections should be 500-700 words (plus the references). While the sections can be of varying lengths, you need to provide something for each of the three sections and make sure that you address their requirements.

	‘The research’

Describe how your work builds on previous research and what knowledge contributions it aims to make. Outline your research objectives/questions. TERNZ welcomes both completed and in-progress research and accordingly the remainder of this section will describe research approach, findings, discussions and conclusions as available.
	‘The initiative’
Explain how previous theory and research informs your initiative, i.e, provide a brief but scholarly research background.

	‘Why this topic is important’

Describe the context of the research addressing where this research will be/has been carried out and which settings it relates to. Address any aspects as relevant (e.g., cultural settings, teaching modes, year levels). Remember that TERNZ focuses on higher and tertiary education (i.e., wider than university education).


	‘Why this topic is important’

Describe the initiative or professional practice, detailing your approach and the problems it addresses or the benefits it offers. You should address the context for your initiative (e.g., cultural settings, cohort numbers, teaching modes, year levels). Remember that TERNZ focuses on higher and tertiary education (i.e., wider than university education).



	‘How the session will be run and what it aims to achieve’

Provide details on the structure of the session and outline how participants will be involved (e.g., in activities, discussions, games, explorations). Provide time estimates for the session parts. Describe the aim of the session (e.g., gaining input for a research project design, discussing (preliminary) findings and their implications for a variety of teaching and learning settings). 


	‘How the session will be run and what it aims to achieve’

Describe the aims of your session. 

Provide details on the structure of the session and outline how participants will be involved (e.g., in activities, discussions, experiencing the practice, explorations). You will be expected to model your teaching initiative engaging the audience actively in your practice as students, professionals and/or teachers.

Provide time estimates for the session parts.
